INSTALLATION
1. Attach shower head to arm by tightening hex
nut to a snug fit in a clockwise direction.

Using wrench

or pliers,
tighten an
additional ¥4
turn.

2. Adjust shower head arm to the desired
position by loosening knob.

3. Test for leaks and tighten connections as
needed.
